After the complication of
relations with the local administration, he was accused of deliberately bringing the company to bankruptcy in order to
obtain personal gain. Upon learning that for this crime, under the criminal law of Latvia, he could face imprisonment
for up to 3 years or a ban on entrepreneurial activity for a period of 2 to 5 years, Zhumadilov left Latvia for the Republic
of Kazakhstan forever,
