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METHODOLOGY:
INDICATORS & WEIGHTINGS
The QS World University Rankings® have been published since 2004. Whilst the
headline measures have not changed since 2005, we introduce refinements to provide even stronger results year a[er year.
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Academic
Reputaঞon

Taken from the annual survey conducted by QS designed to evaluate the percepঞons
of academics from around the world regarding the best insঞtuঞons in terms of
research. In this ediঞon, over 83,000 responses were recorded globally.

Employer
Reputaঞon

Taken from the annual QS survey aimed at gathering the views of employers around
the world on the insঞtuঞons providing the best professionals. For the 2019, about
43,000 responses were analysed.

Citaঞons per
Faculty

This raঞo measures the average number of citaঞons obtained per faculty member, and
is an esঞmate of the impact and quality of the scienঞfic work produced by universiঞes.
This indicator is calculated using data from Scopus. To avoid anomalous results, an
affiliaঞon cap is applied discarding papers with an unusually high number of affiliaঞons.
Self-citaঞons are excluded and citaঞon counts are normalized, ensuring that citaঞons
achieved in each of the five broad faculty areas are weighted equally (more
informaঞon: bit.ly/1RbERtx).

Faculty Student
This is the raঞo between the number of academic staff and number of students. A
higher number of teachers per student is an indirect indicator of the commitment of
the insঞtuঞons to high-quality teaching.

Internaঞonal
Faculty

The Internaঞonal Faculty Index is simply based on the proporঞon of faculty members
that are internaঞonal. It is a proxy measure for how internaঞonally a�racঞve the
university is to academic staff. Universiঞes based in locaঞons known for a�racঞng high
proporঞons of expatriates perform well here such as those in Hong Kong, Switzerland
and UAE.

Internaঞonal
Students

Similar in nature to the Internaঞonal Faculty Index, the Internaঞonal Students Index is
based on the proporঞon of students that are internaঞonal. It is a proxy measure for
how internaঞonally a�racঞve the university is to students. A�racঞng internaঞonal
faculty and students can be challenging for insঞtuঞons that are more naঞonally or
regionally focussed.
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METHODOLOGY:
REFINEMENTS
Although the methodology hasn't been changed this year, we have inctroduced a series of adjustments to our processes.

Stronger Survey Analysis
For this ediঞon, whilst we have retained a five-year response period, we have refined the survey analysis approach, including the
screening, validaঞon and de-duplicaঞon of responses. Combined with an increase in respondents numbers this year, this has
enabled us to draw on over 1.2 million academic nominaঞons, and nearly 200 thousand employer nominaঞons for this ediঞon. In
each case, this comprises a 38% increase on the 2018 rankings.
 
Extended Reach
QS have been taking efforts to extend the reach of our rankings by considering more high-performing insঞtuঞons from all over
the world for inclusion. This year, we have evaluated 4,763 insঞtuঞons from 151 countries through our rich survey datasets.
More than 1,230 insঞtuঞons have been considered in the final evaluaঞon of the QS World University Rankings where 60
insঞtuঞons have made their first appearance in the final Top 1000 insঞtuঞons. An extra cohort of 21 specialist insঞtuঞons have
been evaluated in the indicators analysis.

Screening Policy
For this ediঞon, we have established a new screening policy to further evaluate the insঞtuঞons to be ranked in the QS World
University Rankings. For the insঞtuঞons with fewer than 5,000 total students (small insঞtuঞons, according to QS Classificaঞons),
the threshold would fall into three alternaঞve bars:

1. Being Ranked Top 800 in one of the three indicators: Academic Reputaࢼon OR Employer Reputaࢼon OR Citaࢼons per Faculty;
2.  Being Ranked Top 900 in two of the three indicators: Academic Reputaࢼon OR Employer Reputaࢼon OR Citaࢼons per Faculty;
3. Being Ranked Top 1000 in each of the three indicators: Academic Reputaࢼon AND Employer Reputaࢼon AND Citaࢼons per
Faculty;
