Like the two world wars and the French Revolutionary
and Napoleonic Wars, it came to an end with momentous
changes in the political configuration of Europe, and it,
too, has been followed by a new political interest in
principles of security. The principles of the incipient
post-Cold War settlement have no Woodrow Wilson (or
no Castlereagh) and no imposing Congress. But they
already have an epigram in the idea, much discussed
since 1989, of the security of individuals as an object of
international policy: of "common security” or "human
security.” This essay will look at the proposed new
principles in a historical and critical perspective. They are
not conspicuously new, as will be seen, and they suggest
troublesome questions about what it means to have (or to
act on) a "principle of security.” They are neither concise
statements of received wisdom (like Castlereagh's "just
equilibrium™), nor inspirational (like the self-
determination for "well-defined national elements” of
Woodrow Wilson's Four Principles); they have not been
embodied in new international organizations (like the
settlement of 1945). But this disorderliness is also a
strength; the international politics of the post-Cold War
world is itself disorderly, verbose, and only intermittently
inspirational. It is closer, in this respect, to the politics of
the Congress of Vienna than to Versailles or San
Francisco; it is particularly close, as will be seen, to the
pluralist politics of the generation that preceded the new
world order of 1815.
